Community and Clinical Health Services Family Planning State VVaccine Program received
funds for FY25 to provide client-centered and quality family planning services that
promotes optimal health outcomes vaccine services to underserved populations. To

also promote the awareness of healthy choices regarding, vaccines, sexual health and
family planning services, by education and administration of services.

The Subgrant provides funding for personnel, operating, equipment and indirect
expenditures.
