ICONIC

Iconic artwork is defined as being large scale (greater

than 6'H) and clearly reflective of the characteristics of the
project. Iconic artwork is best suited to well trafficked spaces
indicating an arrival, or points in the journey inviting reflection
and pause.

TEMPORARY

Temporary artwork is defined as artwork exhibited for

a limited amount of time. Temporary artwork should be
limited to 1-2 locations at any given time, and can range
anywhere from 1 day to monthly, quarterly or yearly in life
span. Locations can be pre-designated as such, allowing for
preparation and fluidity.
