SUMMARY
The District Attorney's Office received a Traffic Safety Resource Prosecutor (TSRP) grant to the District Attorney’s Office in the amount of $219,079 ($54,771 required match), from the State of Nevada Department of Public Safety Office of Traffic Safety to hire a Full-Time Prosecutor; retroactive from October 1, 2020 through September 30, 2021. 
This grant is retroactive as this meeting date was the first available upon the final award documents.
County Strategic Objective supported by this item: Safe, secure and healthy communities

PREVIOUS ACTION
On October 22, 2019, The BCC accepted accept a Traffic Safety Resource Prosecutor (TSRP) grant to the District Attorney’s Office in the amount of [$200,000, $50,000 cash match], from the State of Nevada Department of Public Safety Office of Traffic Safety to fund personnel; retroactive from October 1, 2019 through September 30, 2020, if approved, direct the Comptroller to make the necessary budget amendments and authorize Human Resources to reclassify the existing Deputy District Attorney III position, pay grade TT to Deputy District Attorney IV, pay grade UU [Net annual fiscal impact is estimated at $15,550], and retroactively authorize the District Attorney to sign the grant agreement


On October 23, 2018 the BCC accepted a Traffic Safety Resource Prosecutor (TSRP) grant to the District Attorney’s Office in the amount of [$219,079 ($54,771 required match)], from the State of Nevada Department of Public Safety Office of Traffic Safety to hire a Full-Time Prosecutor and required training; retroactive from October 1, 2018 through September 30, 2020. Direct the Comptroller to make the necessary budget amendments, authorize Human Resources to create 1.0 FTE position of a Deputy District Attorney III, and retroactively authorize the District Attorney to sign the grant agreement.

BACKGROUND
Traffic Safety Resource Prosecutors (TSRP) are dedicated to providing traffic safety training to prosecutors, law enforcement officers, and other traffic safety professionals on a wide array of challenging and ever -changing aspects of investigating and prosecuting DUIs, vehicular homicide, speed enforcement, and other traffic safety issues and cases. In 200, NHTSA and the National Association of Prosecutor Coordinators (NAPC) entered into a working agreement to aggressively support the creation of a TSRP in every state. Around the country, 46 states and the District of Columbia have active TSRP participation, either full-time or part-time. Nevada has not had a full time TSRP and it is a critical component of the Nevada Impaired Driving Strategic Plan. The TSRP will provide resources that will benefit the state's ability to hold traffic safety offenders accountable. This funding will pay for a Full-time Deputy District Attorney IV to bring solutions to these problems.
