BACKGROUND  

As part of the “Paycheck Protection Program and Health Care Enhancement Act of 2020 

(P.L. 116-139, Title I)”, the ELC is awarding funding under the Emerging Issues (E) 

Project of CK19-1904, henceforth, ”ELC Enhancing Detection” supplement. These funds 

are broadly intended to provide critical resources to state, local, and territorial health 

departments in support of a broad range of COVID-19/SARS-CoV-2 testing and 

epidemiologic surveillance related activities.  These resources complement, not duplicate, 

funding provided to jurisdictions, including the ELC Community-based Surveillance and 

ELC CARES Act supplements. 

 

The District Board of Health accepted this subaward at their July 23, 2020 meeting.
